I. Organizare

1. Examenul de disertatie care incheic programul de masterat Administrarea afacerilor -

individual, de fiecare masterand dupa absolvirea anului IT al Programului EMBA.

2. Comisiile de examen de disertatie se stabilesc prin decizia Rectorului IAAB cu
aprobarea Senatului universitar. Componenta comisiilor pentru examenele de
disertatie si a comisiilor pentru solutionarea contestatiilor, precum si numdrul
membrilor acestora nu se modificd pe durata examenului de disertatie.
